Course Description

This course provides an introduction to Macromedia Dreamweaver 8. Topics include creating a Dreamweaver Web page and local site, adding Web pages, links and images, tables and pages layout, page layout with frames, forms, templates and style sheets, and layers, image maps, and navigation bars.  In addition, coverage of page layout and frames, animations and behaviors and media objects is included in this course also.

Each person, however, must develop his or her own solutions to the assigned projects, assignments, and tasks. In other words, students may not "work together" on graded assignments. Such collaboration constitutes cheating. A student may not use or copy (by any means) another's work (or portions of it) and represent it as his/her own. If you need help on an assignment, contact your instructor or the TA, not other classmates.

Laboratory Policy
